Stock levels of olive oil in Spain stood at 730,300 tonnes until July 31

The total stock levels of olive oil, with data until July 31, stood at 730,300 tonnes compared to the 885,100 tonnes registered in the month of June. In Spanish mills are stored 536,400 tonnes, while 193,900 tonnes are located in the packing plants, refineries and other operators.

According to the latest data from the CIA and Food Control (AICA), accessed by Mercacei, the production of olive oil in this campaign amounted to 1.775,8 million tons, representing an increase of 187.2% compared to the results obtained in the past campaign.

 
Exports, with tentative data for July, are quantified in 928 700 tonnes, showing an increase of 87.6% over the previous season. Specifically, in the month of July 110,000 tonnes were exported, compared to 103,400 t. exported in June 2013, and 59,600 t. in July 2013. Imports are estimated at 51,200 tonnes so far this season (7,000 tonnes only in July). 


On the other hand, the apparent domestic market amounted to 468,700 tons, swhoing an increase of 9.6% over last year (51,800 tonnes during the month of July). 

Meanwhile, mass commercialisation (domestic market + exports), reached 1.397,4 million tonnes, representing an increase of 51.4% compared to the previous season. 

Table olives

 
Regarding table olives, 2013/14 season began with a stock (on September 1st) of 311,700 tonnes, 9.4% lower than in the previous season.


Table olive production has been 573,500 tonnes, increasing 16.8% compared to last season. In addition, 449,080 tonnes were sold, of which 301,110 t. were for export and 147,970 t. for the domestic market.

 
Inventories at July 31st, quantified 397,930 tonnes, 12.8% more than in the previous season.
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
